Then Jesus put out His hand and

touched him, saying, “I am willing;

And that very hour He cured
many people of their infirmities,
afflictions, and evil spirits; and to
many who were blind He gave sight.

24 CHRIST’S POWER TO RAISE THE DEAD
Then He came and touched the

open coffin, and those who carried
him stood still. And He said, “Young
man, I say to you, arise.” And he who
was dead sat up and began to speak.
And He presented him to his mother. 

—Luke 7:14, 15

Jesus said to her, “Your brother
will rise again.” Martha said to Him,
“I know that he will rise again in the
resurrection at the last day.” Jesus
said to her, “I am the resurrection
and the life. He who believes in Me,
though he may die, he shall live.”
Now when He had said these things,
He cried with a loud voice, “Lazarus,

come forth!” And he who had died
came out bound hand and foot with
graveclothes, and his face was
wrapped with a cloth. Jesus said to
them, “Loose him, and let him go.”
